Aiken High School is a multi-story, 323453 square foot brick school building located in an urban area. The existing facility does not use modular buildings. The structure of the
overall facility is either steel or concrete frame with brick veneer type of construction and concrete masonry units, glazed block and framed partitions with gypsum board wall
construction in the interior. The floor system is either steel joist or cast concrete. Various roof systems including a membrane roof system, built-up asphalt with gravel or asphalt
topping exist and were installed from as early as 1999 and as late as 1991. The classrooms are sized to meet with the current standards established by the State of Ohio. A
camera and monitor type security system does exist in the school. The building does not have an automatic fire alarm system and sprinkler system. The overall building is not
compliant with ADA accessibility requirements. The school is located on a 63-acre site adjacent to residential property. The property is not fenced for security. Access on the site
is restricted to a single entrance located at the front of the site. Site circulation is adequate. There is no dedicated space for school buses to load and unload on the site. Parking
for staff, visitors and community events is adequate.

Description: The existing system for buildings 1, 2, 3 and 4 is a hot water multizone heating and ventilating unit with perimeter hot water fin tube, installed in
1960 and is in good condition. The existing system for building 5 is hot water multizone heating and ventilating unit, installed in 1960 and is in
good condition. The existing system for building 6 is a hot water multizone heating and ventilating unit with perimeter hot water fin tube, installed
in 1963 and is in good condition. The existing systems for the pool building •building 7‚ is a hot water heating and ventilating unit and hot water fin
tube, installed in 1967 and are in poor condition. The existing systems for building 8, are 2 built up air handling units with vav boxes with
perimeter electric fin tube, air handling units with electric heat, electric cabinet unit heaters •small cafeteria‚ and heating and ventilating units in
the ROTC area •old auto body/auto mechanics‚. These systems were installed in 1972 and are in good condition. The existing systems for
building 9 are rooftop units with electric heat and Edpac fan coil units with electric heat installed in 1977 and are in fair condition. The required
system cfm, as per OBBC Mechanical code standards, was not determined. The system temperature controls are pneumatic, with the exception
of building 9, which is part pneumatic and part ddc. The controls were installed during each phase of construction and are in good condition. The
structure is not equipped with air conditioning, with the exception of building 8. The site contains an abandoned underground oil storage tank near
the old auto mechanics and auto body shops. A separate building houses the boiler plant. The boilers in this building serve all the buildings on
the campus, with the exception of building 7. Three hot water boilers were installed in 1985 in the boiler plant to serve the campus, and a
separate hot water boiler was installed in 1985, within building 7 to serve building 7. These 4 boilers are in good condition. 

Rating: 3 Needs Replacement 

Recommendations: Provide new overall heating system to meet OSFC design standards including air conditioning. Provide new temperature controls to meet OSFC
design standards. The 1985 hot water boilers have not surpassed their useful life of 25-30 years, and therefore should remain in service.

Description: The roof over building 1 is a direct adhered membrane roof system that was installed in 1994 and is in poor condition. The roof over buildings 2, 3
& 5 are built-up roof w/ gravel topping roof systems that were installed between 1991 - 1994 and are in poor condition. The roof over building 4 is
a built-up roof w/ gravel topping roof system that was installed in 1999 and is in good condition. The metal coping is in poor condition. The roof is
currently under warranty. Flashing and copings are in fair condition. The roof drainage is inadequate and signs of ponding exist. The roof over
building 6 is a built-up roof w/ gravel topping roof system that was installed in 1999 and is in good condition. The roof over buildings 8 and 9 are
built-up roof w/ asphalt topping roof systems that were installed between 1991 and 1994 and are in poor condition. Building 8 has a small area of
the roof that is a membrane roof system that was installed in 1999 and is in good condition.

The metal
coping and brick coping at building 8 requires partial replacement due to poor condition. The roof over the canopies requires replacement to meet
OSFC guidelines due to condition of system.
