Anderson Place School is a 3-story, 91,167 square foot brick school building located in a suburban area. The existing facility does not use modular buildings. The structure of the
overall facility is cast concrete frame and load-bearing masonry type of construction and glazed and painted concrete block wall construction in the interior. The floor system is
cast concrete and slab on grade. The roof is a gravel surfaced built-up system installed in 2000. The ventilation system of the building is inadequate to meet the needs of the
users. The classrooms are undersized to meet with the current standards established by the State of Ohio. A Silent Knight door contact and motion sensor type security system
does exist in the school. The building does not have an automatic fire alarm system and sprinkler system. The overall building is not compliant with ADA accessibility
requirements. The school is located on a 32-acre site adjacent to residential, interstate highway and a busy commercial street. The property and playgrounds and play areas are
not fenced. Access on to site is unrestricted. Site circulation is poor. There is a shared drop off area space for school buses and cars to load and unload on the site. Parking for
staff is adequate. Parking for visitors and community events is inadequate.

Description: The electrical system in the overall facility is a 3 load centers in mechanical room , 4160 volts in/ 230 volt out, single and three phase load
centers, MCC in boiler room for pumps, and 2400 volt transformer in electrical room 21. System is in fair condition. The transformer is owned by
Cincinnati Gas and Electric and located indoors. The panel system is in fair condition and 1956 age and cannot be expanded to add additional
capacity. The classrooms are not equipped with adequate electrical outlets. The corridors and exterior of the building are equipped with adequate
electrical outlets for servicing.
