Academy of World Languages is a five-building, 112,733 square foot campus, with one and two story brick school buildings located in an urban area. The existing facility does use
one modular building. The structure of the overall facility is a combination of concrete masonry, steel frame and metal deck type of construction and concrete masonry wall
construction in the interior. The floor system is slab on grade and cast concrete. The roof over buildings A and B are a gravel surface built-up type system installed in 2000. The
roof over buildings C and D are a single ply membrane type system installed in approximately 1991. The roof over building E is a gravel surface built-up type system installed in
1989. The ventilation system of the building is inadequate to meet the needs of the users. The classrooms are undersized to meet with the current standards established by the
State of Ohio. A Silent Knight type security system does exist in the school. The building does not have an automatic fire alarm system and sprinkler system. The overall facility is
not compliant with ADA accessibility requirements. The school is located on a 14-acre site adjacent to a residential area. The property and playgrounds/play areas are partially
fenced for security. Access on to site is unrestricted. Site circulation is poor. There is no dedicated space for school buses to load and unload on the site. Parking for staff, visitors
and community events is inadequate. The overall facility has covered walkways connecting all buildings. The school is primarily a language school for students with English as a
second language.
