Bramble Academy is a 2-story, 36,725 square foot brick school building located in a suburban area. The existing facility does use four modular buildings. The structure of the
overall facility is steel frame and brick veneer on concrete masonry type of construction and concrete block wall construction in the interior. The floor system is slab on grade and
cast concrete. The roof is an adhered EPDM membrane system installed in 1994. The ventilation system of the building is inadequate to meet the needs of the users. The
classrooms are undersized to meet with the current standards established by the State of Ohio. A Silent Knight door contact, motion detector and security camera type security
system does exist in the school. The building does not have an automatic fire alarm system and sprinkler system. The overall building is not compliant with ADA accessibility
requirements. The school is located on a 10-acre site adjacent to residential. The property and playgrounds/play areas are fenced for security. Access on to site is restricted. Site
circulation is poor. There is no dedicated space for school buses to load and unload on the site. Parking for staff, visitors and community events is inadequate. There is no
dedicated space for parent drop-off on the site. Bramble Academy is a team-based school originally designed as an elementary school, which recently accepted middle school
students. Additional middle school students are expected for the upcoming school year.

Description: The existing system for the overall facility is •2‚ gas fired hot water boilers with power burners, dual fuel oil/natural gas, 2000 MBH with cabinet
unit ventilators and finned tube radiators installed in 1963 and is in poor condition. The system does not provide the required CFM as per OBBC
Mechanical code standards. The system temperature controls are pneumatic installed in 1963 and are in poor condition. The structure is not
equipped with air conditioning. The site does not contain underground fuel tanks.

Description: The electrical system in the overall facility is a 1200 amp, 240 volt, 3 phase, 4 wire system and is in fair condition. The transformer is owned by
Cincinnati Gas and Electric and located outdoors. The panel system is in fair condition and 1963 age and cannot be expanded to add additional
capacity. The classrooms are equipped with adequate electrical outlets. The corridors and exterior of the building are not equipped with adequate
electrical outlets for servicing.

E. Plumbing and Fixtures 

Description: The school contains 4 rest rooms for girls, 4 rest rooms for boys, and 3 rest rooms for staff. The facility contains 7 floor mounted toilets, 11 floor
mounted urinals and 8 sinks for boys and they are in poor condition. The school contains 13 floor mounted toilets and 8 sinks for girls and they
are in poor condition. The school contains 4 floor mounted toilets and 4 sinks for staff and they are in poor condition. There are 3 drinking
fountains in the school. The school meets the OBBC requirements for fixtures. ADA requirements are not met for fixtures and drinking fountains
•see Item O‚. A back flow preventer is provided and is in good condition. A water treatment system is not provided.

Description: The site is 10-acres located in a suburban setting with well tree and shrub type landscaping and is gently to steeply sloped. There are no
problems with erosion. There are no problems with ponding. The playground equipment is in good/fair condition and on a soft surface, with two
basketball backstops and striped play areas being provided on a large asphalt surface. Athletic facilities for grades 6-8 are non-existent. There is
no multi-purpose playfield on site. The sidewalks are in good/fair condition, and are properly sloped with several steps due to elevation changes.
