Burton Elementary School is a 3-story, 70,828 square foot brick school building located in an urban area. The existing facility does not use modular buildings. The structure of the
overall facility is load-bearing masonry, cast-in-place and precast concrete type of construction and concrete masonry wall construction in the interior. The floor system is
cast-in-place and precast concrete. The roof is the original gravel-surfaced built up system installed in 1966. The ventilation system of the building is inadequate to meet the needs
of the users. The classrooms are sized to meet with the current standards established by the State of Ohio. A Silent Knight door contact, motion sensor and camera type security
system does exist in the school. The building does not have an automatic fire alarm system and sprinkler system. The overall building is not compliant with ADA accessibility
requirements. The school is located on a 13-acre site adjacent to residential. The property and playgrounds/play areas are fenced for security. Access onto site is unrestricted.
Site circulation is poor. There is no dedicated space for school buses to load and unload on the site. Student loading and unloading is at the street curb. Parking for staff, visitors
and community events is inadequate. Burton Elementary School is a neighborhood school serving an urban area where most students are walkers or dropped off by parents. 3
busses serve the school and use the street curb. The school is located adjacent to a community center owned and operated by the Cincinnati Recreation Commission *CRC,, who
also maintains the District owned ball fields.
