Carson Montessori Elementary School is a three story 58,743 square foot brick school building located in a urban area. The existing facility does not use modular buildings. The
structure of the overall facility is steel and concrete type of construction and painted cmu block, glazed block, and plaster wall construction in the interior. The floor system is wood
and 12 x 12 vinyl tile. The roof is a combination of shingles and ballast membrane system installed in 1996. The ventilation system of the building is adequate to meet the needs of
the users. The classrooms are sized to meet with the current standards established by the State of Ohio. A door switch on all exit doors, TV camera front entry with call box, key
pad entry and motion detector type security system does exist in the school. The building does not have an automatic fire alarm system and sprinkler system. The over building is
not compliant with ADA accessibility requirements. The school is located on a three-acre site adjacent to both residential and commercial. The property play areas are fenced for
security. Access on the site is unrestricted. Site circulation is adequate. There is no dedicated space for school buses to load and unload on the site. Parking for staff, visitors and
community events is inadequate.

A. Heating System

Description: The existing systems for the original 1916 section of the school are steam radiators and steam fin tube installed in 1916 and are in fair condition.
The existing systems for the 1981 addition are steam unit ventilators, steam fin tube and steam heating and ventilating units installed in 1981 and
are in good condition. The required system cfm, as per OBBC Mechanical code standards, was not determined. The system temperature controls
are pneumatic, installed during each phase of construction, and are in good condition. The structure is not equipped with air conditioning. The site
does not contain underground fuel tanks. The school heating system utilizes 2 steam boilers which were installed in 1989, and are in excellent
condition and 1 steam boiler which was installed in 1969 and is in good condition. 

Rating: 3 Needs Replacement 

Recommendations: Provide new overall heating system to meet OSFC design standards including air conditioning. Provide new temperature controls to meet OSFC
design standards. The 1989 steam boilers have not surpassed their useful life of 25-30 years, and therefore should remain in service. The third
steam boiler should be replaced because it has exceeded its useful life of 25-30 years.

D. Electrical Systems

Description: The electrical service of the overall facility is 120/240V, 800A, 1-phase, 3-wire and 240V, 400A, 3-phase, 3-wire system and is in poor condition.
The transformer is owned by Power Company and located outside pad mounted. The panel system is in fair condition and 20-45 years and can
not be expanded to add additional capacity. The classrooms are not equipped with adequate electrical outlets. The corridors and exterior of the
building is not equipped with adequate electrical outlets for servicing.

The facility
contains 1 wall and 9 floor mounted toilets, 14 wall mounted urinals and 7 sinks for boys and they are in good condition. The school contains 1
wall and 25 floor mounted toilets and 7 sinks for girls and they are in good condition. The school contains 3 wall and 5 floor mounted toilets, 1
wall mounted urinal and 8 sinks for staff and they are in good condition.
