Chase Elementary/Middle School is a two •2‚ story, 96,442 square foot brick school building located in an urban area. The existing facility does not use modular buildings. The
structure of the overall facility is of steel frame type construction and gypsum board and stud construction in the interior. The floor system is concrete on the steel bar joists. The
roof is a built-up system installed in 1978. The ventilation system of the building is inadequate to meet the needs of the users. The classrooms are undersized to meet with the
current standards established by the State of Ohio. A minimal type security system does exist in the school. The building does have an automatic alarm system and sprinkler
system. The overall building is not compliant with ADA accessiblity requirements. The school is located on a 9 acre site adjacent to a residential neighborhood. The property and
playgrounds are partially fenced for security. Access on to the site is partially restricted. Site circulation is by a drive along the length of the eastern property line. There is a
dedicated space for school buses to load and unload on the site. Parking for staff, visitors and community events is inadequate. Chase School is an interesting design, with a
central skylight atrium which contains the media center. The entire lower level is underground. A good portion of the upper level is underground due to a topography change.
There is a playground on a part of the school roof. The school shares a gym with the McKie Recreation Center •owned by the Cincinnati Recreation Commission‚. The Recreation
Center also contains an outdoor pool which is directly adjacent to the school.

Description: The existing system for 1979 overall structure is chilled water system with 2 chiller and cooling tower serving 7 HVAC units with electric coils and
1 HV unit installed in 1979 and is in good condition. The HVAC system does not provide required CFM as per OBBC Mechanical code standards.
The system temperature controls are pneumatic and are in fair condition. The structure is equipped with air conditioning. The site does not
contain underground fuel storage tanks.

Description: The roof over the overall facility is a combination of built-up roofing system over the flat area and standing seam at the sloped areas, and is in
poor condition. There are reports of current leaking in the flat roof areas. Access to the roof was gained by an outside side stair that is in good
condition. There is no access hatch in the building. Flashings and copings are in fair condition. There are no gutters and downspouts, the system
is internally drained.

The transformer is owned
by CINergy and located on a concrete pad outside the building. The panel system is in good condition and is 21 years old and can be expanded
to add additional capacity. The classrooms are equipped with adequate electrical outlets for computers. The corridors and exterior of the building
are equipped with adequate electrical outlets for servicing.
