Clifton School comprises of two buildings, a 3 story with basement, 52,845 square foot brick school building and a 2 story, 26,680 square foot annex building, located in an urban
area. The existing facility does not use modular buildings. The structure of the original 1906 building is load bearing brick masonry type of construction and load bearing brick
masonry wall construction in the interior. The floor system is cast concrete. The roof is a combination of the original tile, asphalt shingle and built-up systems on unknown vintage.
The 1962 Annex building is load bearing masonry and steel frame type of construction and masonry wall construction in the interior. The floor system is cast concrete. The roof is
the original gravel surface built-up system. The ventilation system of the building is inadequate to meet the needs of the users. The classrooms are undersized to meet with the
current standards established by the State of Ohio. A Silent Knight type security system does exist in the school. The building does not have an automatic fire alarm system and
sprinkler system. The overall building is not compliant with ADA accessibility requirements. The school is located on a 9-acre site adjacent to residential. The property and
playgrounds/play areas are fenced for security. Access on to site is unrestricted. Site circulation is poor. There is no dedicated space for school buses to load and unload on the
site. Parking for staff, visitors and community events is inadequate. The original 1906 building is a historically significant structure with fine stonework, copper detailing, tile roof
and a working clock tower. The facility has an attached recreation center owned and operated by the Cincinnati Recreation Commission.

A. Heating System

Description: The existing system for the North facility is 3 steam boilers with dual fuel power burners, natural gas fired, electronic/ pneumatic controls, unit
heaters, finned tube steam radiators and cabinet steam heaters installed in 1906 and is in poor condition. The existing system for the South
facility is 2 hot water boilers with cabinet heaters and finned tube radiators installed in 1962 and is in good condition. The system for the North
facility does not provide the required CFM as per OBBC Mechanical code standards. The system temperature controls are pneumatic and
electronic installed in 1906 and recently installed electronic boiler controls and are in poor condition. The structure is not equipped with air
conditioning. The system for the South facility does not provide the required CFM as per OBBC Mechanical code standards. The system
temperature controls are pneumatic and electronic installed in 1962 and recently installed electronic boiler controls and are in good condition. The
structure is not equipped with air conditioning. The site does not contain underground fuel tanks.

Description: The roof over the original 1906 building is a combination of the original tile, asphalt shingle and built-up systems on unknown vintage and is in
fair/poor condition. There are reports of current leaking. There are signs of past leaking. Access to the roof was gained by wood ladder that is in
fair condition. The access hatch is wood and in poor condition. Flashing and copings are in fair condition. The copper gutters and downspouts are
in fair condition. The roof over the 1962 annex building is the original gravel-surface built-up roof and is in fair condition. There are reports of
current leaking. There are signs of past leaking. Access to the roof was gained by steel ladder that is in good condition. The access hatch is
metal and in fair condition. Flashing and copings are in fair condition. The roof drains are in poor condition.

D. Electrical Systems

Description: The electrical system in the North facility is two 400 amp, 208/230 volt, 3 phase system and is in poor condition. The electrical system in the
South facility is 400 amp, 240 volt,1 phase system and is in good condition. The transformer is owned by Cincinnati Gas and Electric and located
outdoors. The panel system is in poor condition and 1906 age and cannot be expanded to add additional capacity. The classrooms are not
equipped with adequate electrical outlets. The corridors and exterior of the building are equipped with adequate electrical outlets for servicing.

Recommendations: The entire electrical requires replacement to meet OSFC guidelines for classroom capacity and the addition of an air conditioning system.

There are 6 drinking fountains in
the school. The 1962 Annex building contains 1 rest room for girls, 1 rest room for boys, and 2 rest rooms for staff. The facility contains 3 floor
mounted toilets, 8 wall mounted urinals and 5 sinks for boys and they are in good condition.

H. Structure: Walls and Chimneys

Description: The 1906 building has a brick masonry bearing wall system, which displayed several locations of deterioration and is in fair condition. Interior
walls are load bearing brick masonry and plaster and are in fair condition. The window sills are stone and are in fair condition. The lintels are in
poor condition. The 1962 annex building has a brick veneer on concrete masonry bearing wall system with steel columns, which displayed a few
locations of deterioration and is in good condition. The window sills are aluminum and are in fair condition. The lintels are in good condition. The
school does not have sufficient expansion joints in fair condition.
