Finishes and hardware are of durable quality, but are old and worn. Keying system seemed compatible.

Lavs & urinals are wall mounted. Toilets are floor mounted. All fixtures are original and should be replaced.

3.7 Adequate custodial storage space with water and drain is accessible throughout the building 10 7

Custodial storage could be increased. Exterior maintenance equipment has to be stored in a shed. Water and drains are adequate in custodial spaces.

3.8 Adequate electrical outlets and power , to permit routine cleaning, are available in every area 10 0

There are no electrical outlets to permit routine cleaning.

3.9 Outdoor light fixtures, electrical ~ outlets , equipment, and other fixtures are accessible for repair and replacement 10 4

Outdoor light fixtures are not easily accessible without using proper lifting equipment. The majority of wall pack bulbs are burned out and not being replaced. There
are no outdoor electrical outlets.
