Eastwood Paideia Elementary School comprises of a 2-story, 36,118 square foot brick school building and a one-story 13,625 square foot Annex building located in a suburban
area. The existing facility does not use modular buildings. The structure of 1955 building is load-bearing masonry type of construction and glazed and painted block wall
construction in the interior. The floor system is concrete slab on grade and cast concrete. The roof system is a ballasted EPDM membrane system installed approximately in 1997.
The structure of the 1956 annex building is steel frame and load bearing masonry type of construction and painted concrete block wall construction on the interior. The floor
system is concrete slab on grade. The roof is a ballasted EPDM membrane system installed approximately in 1994. The ventilation system of the building is inadequate to meet
the needs of the users. The classrooms in the 1955 building are sized to meet with the current standards established by the State of Ohio. The classrooms in the Annex are
undersized to meet with the current standards established by the State of Ohio. A Silent Knight door contact, motion sensor and camera type security system does exist in the
school. The overall facility does not have an automatic fire alarm system and sprinkler system. The overall facility is not compliant with ADA accessibility requirements. The school
is located on an 11-acre site adjacent to residential on a busy street and warehouse/distribution center. The property and playgrounds/play areas are fenced for security. Access
on to site is restricted. Site circulation is poor. There is no dedicated space for school buses to load and unload on the site. Parking for staff, visitors and community events is
adequate. Eastwood Paideia Elementary School utilizes the team approach to the educational process, thus several of the classrooms are utilized for small group instruction by 
Coaches.

Description: The existing system for the main facility is 2 hot water boilers with power burners, natural gas fired, recessed convectors in corridors, finned tube,
cabinet unit ventilators in classrooms and cafeteria installed in 1955 and is in good condition. The existing system for the Annex addition is 2 high
efficiency natural gas fired hot water boilers, finned tube radiators in classrooms installed in 1956 and is in fair condition. The system does not
provide the required CFM as per OBBC Mechanical code standards. The system temperature controls are pneumatic/electronic installed in 1956
and are in good condition. The main structure is not equipped with air conditioning. The Annex addition is equipped with air conditioning. The site
does not contain underground fuel tanks.

D. Electrical Systems

Description: The electrical system in the overall facility is a 1000 amp, 240 volt, 3 phase system and is in good condition. The electrical system in the Annex
addition is fed overhead from the main building and is in good condition. The transformer is owned by Cincinnati Gas and Electric and located
outdoors. The panel system is in good condition and 1955 age and cannot be expanded to add additional capacity. The classrooms are not
equipped with adequate electrical outlets. The corridors and exterior of the building are equipped with adequate electrical outlets for servicing.

The facility contains 7 floor mounted toilets, 11 wall
mounted urinals and 6 sinks for boys and they are in fair condition. The school contains 10 floor mounted toilets and 7 sinks for girls and they are
in fair condition. The school contains 6 floor mounted toilets and 6 sinks for staff and they are in fair condition. There are 5 drinking fountains in
the school. The school meets the OBBC requirements for fixtures. ADA requirements are not met for fixtures •see Item O‚. A back flow preventer
is provided and is in good condition. A water treatment system is not provided.
