Fairview Elementary School is 4 story, 83,331 square foot brick & limestone school building located in a pleasant row house neighborhood, adjacent to the University of Cincinnati.
The existing facility does not use modular buildings. The structure of the overall facility is brick veneer on masonry bearing wall system type construction and a combination of
brick masonry and plaster wall construction in the interior. The floor system is slab on grade on the base floor, and steel with concrete construction on the intermediate floors. The
original facility has a wood joist & wood truss type roof construction, with a ashphalt shingle roofing system. The Annex building has a cast in place concrete type construction roof
system, with a built-up roofing system installed 11 years ago.

Size of special learning areas does not meet OSFC standards.

Special learning areas are standard classrooms.

Library/media center is a fairly attractive space, but it is worn and dated.

Gymnasium is also utilized as the cafeteria. It appears good sized with adequate equipment.

Pre-K/kindergarten spaces appeared appropriate.

Music room is in the lower level of original building. It is not sound treated, however, the space seems adequate.

Art room is a converted locker room in the lower level of the Annex building. It is an inadequate space.

Computers were observed in classrooms throughout both buildings.

5.15 Space for small groups and remedial instruction is provided adjacent to classrooms 5 4

There are smaller spaces adjacent to classrooms, especially in the original building.

5.16 Storage for student and teacher material is adequate 5 3

Storage for students is adequate, but limited for teachers.

5.17 Teacher's lounge and work areas reflect teachers as professionals 10 5

Teacher's lounge & work areas are substandard.

5.18 Cafeteria/Kitchen is attractive with sufficient space for seating/dining, delivery, storage, and food preparation 10 5

Cafeteria is in the gym. Kitchen is small and cramped with old equipment.

5.19 Administrative offices provided are consistent in appearance and function with the maturity of the students served 5 3

Administration offices are worn in appearance and are consistant with other spaces in the school.

5.20 Counselor's office insures privacy and sufficient storage 5 3

There is no counselor's office as such. They are only there on a part time basis, and share spaces with other itinerant personnel.

5.21 Clinic is near administrative offices and is equipped to meet requirements 5 2

Clinic is near administrative offices, but is not proper size and is not equipped properly.

5.22 Suitable reception space is available for students, teachers, and visitors 5 4

Reception space is not generous, but seemed adequate at the time assessment was performed.

5.23 Administrative personnel are provided sufficient work space and  privacy 5 4

Administrative personnel felt that they have sufficient space.

The original 1888 building is a very pleasing fortress like design. The 1958 Annex building is a bit anonymous.

6.2 Site and building are well landscaped 10 5

There is very little landscaping on site.

6.3 Exterior noise and poor environment do not disrupt learning 10 10

The surrounding neighborhood is quite charming and pleasant.

6.4 Entrances and walkways are sheltered from sun and inclement weather 10 6

Some of the entrances in the 1958 Annex building are sheltered.

6.5 Building materials provide attractive color and texture 5 5

The 1888 building has very attractive texture and color. The 1958 Annex building is more of a background building.

Interior Environment Points Allocated Points

6.6 Color schemes, building materials, and  decor provide an impetus to learning 20 9

Color schemes, materials & decor are dated, worn & do not provide an impetus to learning.

6.7 Year around comfortable temperature and  humidity are provided throughout the building 15 6

There is no air conditioning.

6.8 Ventilating system provides adequate quiet circulation of clean air and meets 15¢fm VBC requirement 15 0

There is no ventilation system.

6.9 Lighting system provides proper intensity, diffusion, and distribution of illumination 15 6

The measured lighting levels through out the entire school are below the recommended foot candles specified in the design manual.

6.10 Drinking fountains and restroom  facilities are conveniently located 15 9

Restrooms and drinking fountains are conveniently located but will require some replacements of fountains with ADA types.

6.11 Communication among students is enhanced by commons areass, for socialization 10 6

There is no commons area in either building. There is however, a large central hall on each floor of the original building that could be utilized as a commons space.

6.12 Traffic flow is aided by appropriate foyers and corridors 10 8
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Corridors and foyers seemed adquate enough to support it's traffic flow.

6.13 Areas for students to interact are suitable to the age group 10 5

Corridors seemed to be the primary places for student interaction.

6.14 Large group areas are designed for effective management of students 10 8

The only large group room is the gym/cafeteria. It seemed to be effectively managing the student population.

6.15 Acoustical treatment of ceilings, walls, and floors provides effective sound control 10 5
The only acoustic treatment was acoustic tile ceilings in the annex building. Otherwise, everything else is hard surface, with the exception of a few carpet areas. As
a result, the buildings are rather noisy.

6.16 Window design contributes to a pleasant environment 10 9

Windows are large, letting in a lot of light, which contributes to a pleasant environment.

6.17 Furniture and equipment provide a pleasing atmosphere 10 5

Furniture is old, worn and mismatched.

Building features that clearly exceed criteria:

1. The building has a compliant fire alarm system throughout. It is in good condition and is OSDM compliant.

2. The Annex building has an emergency lighting system which meet all requirements and is in good condition.

3. The building hold architectural significance being constructed in 1888, and considering its vintage - the exterior is in remarkably good condition.

Building features that are non-existent or very inadequate:

1. The heating system does not provide the required CFM as per OSFC standards. The building does not contain an air conditioning system. The security system
consists of door contacts only and requires replacement with a compliant system. Exterior lighting is inadquate.

2. The roof over the 1958 building is in poor condition and is leaking. The electrical system is in poor condition. The panel system is over 50 years old and in poor
condition. Classrooms are not provided with adequate electrical outlets.

3. Plumbing fixtures do not meet the OBBC requirements. ADA requirements are also not met. Upgrades are required. The building does not meet ADA requirements
throughout for signage, elevators, electric water coolers, toilet partitions, power assisted entrances etc.

4. Window system consists mostly of wood double hungs in the original building and aluminum windows and curtain wall system in the Annex building. Both are in poor
condition and are a source of energy loss.

5. Roof construction of the original facility is wood truss & joists. The general finishes and kitchen equipment are in poor condition. The interior lighting levels are below
recommended levels in certain areas throughout the building.

6. The site is very tight at only 3 acres, and parking is limited. The building does contain asbestos, and an asbestos abatement is required. The building does not contain
a sprinker system, and it requires life safety upgrades.
