Gamble Elementary School is a three story, 94,905 square foot brick school building located in an urban area. The existing facility does not use modular buildings. The structure of
the 1956 original building is concrete masonry unit and concrete bearing type wall construction on the exterior and painted and glazed concrete masonry unit wall construction in
the interior. The floor system is cast concrete. The roof structure is steel joist and cast concrete type roof structure with a Built-up roof type system installed in 2000. The structure
of the 1979 addition is concrete masonry unit and brick veneer on a steel frame type wall construction on the exterior and painted concrete masonry unit wall construction in the
interior. The floor system is slab on grade. The roof structure is a steel joist with steel deck with a Built-up roof type system installed in 2000. The classrooms are undersized to
meet with the current standards established by the State of Ohio. Cameras with call buttons, motion detectors, and door switches type security systems exist in the school. The
building does not have an automatic fire alarm system and sprinkler system. The over building is not compliant with ADA accessibility requirements. The school is located on a
24-acre site adjacent to residential property. The property is partially fenced for security. Access on the site is restricted. Site circulation is adequate. There is a dedicated space
for school buses to load and unload on the site. Parking for staff, visitors and community events is adequate.

A. Heating System

Description: The existing systems for the original 1956 section of the school are steam unit ventilators, steam unit heaters, steam convectors and steam
heating and ventilating units installed in 1956 and are in good condition. The existing system for the 1979 addition is steam unit ventilators which
were installed in 1979 and are in good condition. The required system cfm, as per OBBC Mechanical code standards, was not determined. The
system temperature controls are pneumatic, installed during each phase of construction, and are in good condition. The structure is not equipped
with air conditioning. The site does not contain underground fuel tanks. The school heating system utilizes 2 steam boilers which were installed in
2000, along with a new feed water tank, and are in excellent condition. 

Rating: 3 Needs Replacement 

Recommendations: Provide new overall heating system to meet OSFC design standards including air conditioning. Provide new temperature controls to meet OSFC
design standards. The 2000 steam boilers and feed water tank have not surpassed their useful life of 25-30 years, and therefore should remain in
service
