Hartwell Elementary/Middle School is a two story swith a partial basement,, 61,311 square foot brick with stone cornice, base, columns & pediments school building located in an
urban area. The existing facility does not use modular buildings. The structure of the overall facility is brick veneer on a masonry bearing wall construction, with masonry & plaster
wall construction on the interior. The floor system is slab on grade on the base floor and cast-in-place concrete on the intermediate floors. The roof construction is wood truss with
single ply EPDM roofing system that was installed 5 years ago. The ventilation system of the building is inadequate to meet the needs of the users. The classrooms are
undersized to meet with the current standards established by the State of Ohio. A minimal security system does not exist in the school, but does not meet current requirements.
The building does have a new automatic fire alarm system, but does not have a sprinkler system. The overall building is not compliant with ADA accessibility requirements. The
school is located on a five acre site on an intersection of two busy commercial streets. The property is not fenced for security, but the playground area is fenced off from traffic &
parking.

6.12 Traffic flow is aided by appropriate foyers and corridors 10 9
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The foyers & corridors seem adequate for the student population.

6.13 Areas for students to interact are suitable to the age group 10 5
Areas for students to interact are substandard for any age group.

6.14 Large group areas are designed for effective management of students 10 8
The large group areas such as the gym, cafeteria and auditorium seemed to function well.

6.15 Acoustical treatment of ceilings, walls, and floors provides effective sound control 10 6
The only acoustic treatment in the building is acoustic ceiling tile. As a result the noise level is rather high.

6.16 Window design contributes to a pleasant environment 10 10
Windows are large providing plenty of light. They are new replacement windows so they also look good.

6.17 Furniture and equipment provide a pleasing atmosphere 10 5
Furniture and equipment is old, worn & mismatched.

Building features that clearly exceed criteria:

1. The roofing over the sloped roof and the flat roof are only 5 years old and in good condition. No leaks were reported.
2. Emergency lighting system meets all requirements and is in good condition.

3. Fire alarm system is adequate and can be expanded.

4. The building is architecturally pleasing and the brick exterior is in fairly good condition, considering its vintage.

5. Almost all the windows throughout the building have been replaced with double insulated windows.

6.

Building features that are non-existent or very inadequate:

1. The heating system is old and doesnt meet OSFC requirements. There is no central air conditioning present. The electrical system is in poor condition. The panel
system is over 50 years old and cannot be expanded. The lighting levels were below standards throughout the school, the entire lighting system requires replacement
to meet guidelines.

2. The site falls well below the 14.5 required acres - at only 5 acres. The site is fairly tight being directly on an intersection of 2 busy streets. The sidewalks are cracked,
the pavement requires resurfacing and additional playground equipment is required.

3. The security system consists of door contacts only. The exterior lighting is inadequate. Upgrades to both systems is required to meet standards. Exterior doors are
worn and require replacement.

4. The Ahera report lists flooring tile and pipe insulation present throughout the building. An asbestos abatement is required. There is no sprinkler system in the building,
stairwells require enclosures and handrails require upgrades to meet requirements.

5. The building does not have an OSDM compliant system for technology. The loose furnishings are worn and mismatched. General finishes and kitchen equipment are
old and worn.
6. The building is not completely ADA accessible. The restrooms require ADA toilets and lavatories, the building requires ADA water coolers, signage, lift for stage and

power assisted entrance to comply with current requirements.
