Hays-Porter school is a four #4, story, 165,445 square foot masonry structure located in an urban environment. The existing facility does not use modular buildings. The overeall
facility is concrete frame and structural concrete floors type construction. The exterior of the building is brick with sandstone trim around the windows, entrances, as well as the
base of the building. The floor system is concrete with no signs of deterioration. The roof is a built-up asphalt system installed last year and is in very good condition. The
ventilation system of the building is inadquate to meet the needs of the users. The classrooms come close to, but are undersized to meet with the current standards established by
the State of Ohio. A Honeywell security system does exist in the school, but is inadequate and in poor condition. The building does have a new fire alarm signaling system which
meets NFPA & ADA requirements, but lacks a fire suppression system. The overall building is not compliant with ADA accessibility requirements. Hays-Porter is located on an
eight acre site with very little greenspace, in the center of an urban environment. The property is partially fenced for security. Access onto the site is somewhat restriced due to
roads on three sides of the building. Site circulation is somewhat congestion, but is controlled by signals. There is no designated space for school buses to load and unload on the
site. Most of the site is paved asphalt and no playground equipment is provided. When originally constructed, the Porter side housed the middle school students while the Hays
side was the elementary school. Due to a declining enrollment, the Porter side has been placed out of service except for the partial use of the 3rd floor floor and complete use of
the gymnasium. The Hays side presently houses a K-8 program. The building contains an auditorium and 2 gymnasiums; one for the elementary students and one for the middle
school students.

1. The roofs were replaced last year and appear weather tight.

2. A fire alarm signaling system was recently installed and meets the NFPA & ADA requirements.
3. A new emergency lighting system was installed in 1999 throughout the building.

Building features that are non-existent or very inadequate:

1. There is no fire suppression system throughout the building. The building contains no central air conditioning system and the ventilating system does not meet code
requirements.

2. There is no seperate bus & parent drop-off and pick-up. Sufficient exterior lighting is not present. The windows are single glazed panes and require replacement.

3. No clinic or art rooms were observed in the building. The building contains ACM materials which requires removal. The existing finishes in the building are old and
worn. Kitchen equipment is original and requires complete replacement.

4. The electrical and interior lighting systems in this building do not meet current standards, and complete replacement is required.

5. Most of the site consists of paved areas, which are in very bad shape. There is very little greenery located on the site. There is no playground equipment provided on
the site.

6. This building is not accessible to physically challenged users. There are no power-assisted entrances, signage, and it lacks ramps, lifts, ADA hardware, etc.
